To speak out openly against the stigma they suffer means, for the most part, laying
themselves open to even more stigma.

Yet if they don’t speak out and decry the type of stigma they face in their everyday
lives, the stigmatising will continue. It is a classic Catch 22 situation.

This book gives voice to the hidden lives of so many people living with HIV.

Their experiences cover every aspect of stigma. From rejection by family members,
to the difficulties involved in developing and maintaining relationships, to keeping
ajob, to the blind and restrictive bureaucracy that they face in dealing with health
or financial services, to the brutal facts of dealing with gender based violence and
frequent rape in some parts of our global village. These are the truths they tell.

And yet there is now good treatment for HIV - freatment that means, given a level
playing field, ‘normal’ lives are achievable.

But where is the treatment for the way many people sfill think?
